YOU GREW IT
Dendrochilum magnum – Exhibited by Irene & Ian Chalmers

Plant of the Night                            

The ‘Big Boy” of the genus, hence the name Magnum. A species from the Philippines growing at elevations of 1600 to 2000 metres in mossy forests. The plant can grow to 60 – 70 cm in height with leaves up around the 40 – 50 cm length. Each pseudobulb will have a single leaf. The inflorescence will emerge from the base of the leaf and only flowers on new growth.  The inflorescence will be longer than the leaf but is thin and wirey, so as the flowers form the inflorescence will develop a pendulous or curve and hangs free of the foliage and is usually longer than the leaves, to display the 100 plus flowers on the inflorescence.

Flowers display around the inflorescence and have a diamond dusted texture. The flowers vary greatly in colour from greenish white to gold, yellow, brown or green.

Plants like to be pot bound so don’t overpot. They can tolerate a big variety of growing conditions, from soggy tree fern pots to tree fern mounts, from small pots to slotted wood baskets. They do prefer a well drained mix. They like high humidity, around 80%, bright light but not direct sun light and like a night time temperature drop.

Dendrochilums are very desirable, Magnum is big and showy but others come in a range of sizes and colours. Many are less than 15cm in height and can go down to only 5cm in height. The colour variations go from gold to yellows, reds, browns, whites and greens. Some have big spear like leaves, some have short grass like leaves that grow straight up. Dendrochilums take up little space and give a great display and brighten any bench. Some like D. Magnum when in spike and flower, because of the pendulous arrangement will require moving to allow the spikes to cascade to give a good display.


Gongora galeata – Exhibited by George Birss

A species orchid from southern Mexico found on mountain slopes at elevations of 600 to 1800 metres growing in forests that get lots of rain and cloud and face the Gulf of Mexico. They have small egg shaped pseudobulbs that have two leaves that grow to about 25cm. From the base of the pseudobulb the thin inflorescences evolve, usually two per pseudobulb. The weight of the flowers as they form will make the inflorescence pendulous and hang straight down.

The flowers are strange in that they appear to be upside down. The inverted tubular lip is above the sepals and petals. Flowers are bright and colourful with the petals and sepals are yellow and the labellum or lip gold or deep orange with red spots at the base.

Grow in a small basket pot with a hanger to accommodate the pendulous flower spike. They require high humidity, frequent watering in the growing period, do not allow the pseudobulbs to shrivel, good air circulation. They do like a semi dry winter. Leaves are easily affected by fungus that causes leaf spot when there is not enough air movement. Too much direct light will also burn or mark the leaves, so grow hanging under a bench. Not every bodies ‘cup of tea’ but an orchid that is very unusual and takes up little room with minimal care. 

Pleurothallis prolifera – Exhibited by George Birss
As with most Pleurothallis orchids they are not big and showy and P.prolifera is no exception to the rule. Originating from Guyana, Venezuela, Bolivia and Brazilian areas of Rio de Janiero and San Paulo this miniature sized epiphyte grows at altitudes of 1300 to 1600 metres in cloud forests. Hot dry days, cool nights and frequent dews. Perfect to grow in a shade house in Sydney.

Each 10 to 15cm stem will have a single, tough, leathery gray – green leaf that is oval to heart shaped. From the base of the leaf one or several inflorescences will emerge and grow flat along the mid leaf. This can happen at anytime during the year. The flowers do not open fully and are purple to dark reddish in colour.

A hardy, little plant that can be either mounted or grown in a small pot. Specimen plants can be achieved in 50mm tubes. Likes bright light, shade, cool temperatures and a little less water than most Pleuros. The leaf colour will vary with the amount of light, darker conditions the top of the leaves will be grey green to almost maroon, if given more light the leaves will be greenish with maroon markings.

Pleurothallis tribuloides – Exhibited by George Birss 

A miniature species from Mexico, Guatemala, Belize, Nicaragua, Costa Rico, Panama, Cuba and Jamaica. An epiphyte orchid found growing in dense, wet forest trees at elevations of 300 to 1300 metres in clusters. 

The stems are short with singular leaves that are up to 7cm long and 1.5 cm wide. The small 1cm red brick coloured flowers are hidden in the foliage. The flowers are long lasting, up to 3 months and do not open fully. The petals are directed forward and connect to form a hole or slot on the sides, through which pollinating insects can enter.

This orchid is a very slow grower. Most pleurothallis orchids react badly to any disturbance and should only be re potted when absolutely necessary. I have this orchid mounted on a piece of cork but have seen it in a small pot. Due to the altitude it grows in Sydney it will require heated conditions. Pleurothallis orckids take up very little space and with a little care are easy to grow but most are slow growers and are rarely seen on sales benches I have only seen this type twice in 15 years. Pleuros are well worth growing just for their smallness and variety.

Bulbuphyllum Echinolabium – Exhibited by Lee Buivids

A medium sized orchid this species from Salawesi and Boneo is a hot grower growing at elevations of 600 to 1200 metres.

The egg shaped 50cm pseudobulbs grow very close together, almost touching have a single thick leathery leaf that is up around 30cm in length. An individual 70cm inflorescencewill have up to 10 successive opening unpleasant smelling flowers that can each last a month.

The flowers are the largest of the bulbuphyllum flowers measuring 25cm and more. The sepals bend backwards where the dorsal petal stands up right and the other petals hand right down. Petals and sepals are glossy cream with crimson and pink. The labellum or lip is a rod like appendage that measures 40 to 50mm and the red colour is the colour of raw meat.

Plants like shallow pots or dishes with a quick draining mix, high humidity, about 80%, frequent watering, filtered light, heated conditions and good air circulation. If your plant fails to flower increase the light. When re potting try not to disturb the roots too much, as they may sulk for a year or two if disturbed.

Rhynchostylus retusa – Exhibited by Sandra Crosby and Tony Costa
Pronounced : rink – oh – STY – lis          Known as : the Foxtail orchid.

This epiphytic orchid is found growing on tree trunks in warm tropical climates from sea level to 1200 metres throughout South East Asia from the Himalayas to the Philippines.

From the Vanda alliance the plant has a short stout creeping stem with about 12 curved, fleshy, deeply channelled leaves. The inflorescence grows from between the leaves and is densely flowered and cylindrical, like a fox tail consisting of as many as 100 pink spotted white flowers. Distinctive not only for it’s beautiful shape and unusual range of colours, from whites and pinks to reds but also for it’s spicy aroma that is released in the evenings when the temperature is warm.

In cultivation they don’t like direct sunlight, like regular watering & fertilising throughout the year although will die back if leaves are wet too frequently. They prefer holey clay pots or wood baskets with chunky bark that doesn’t break down too easily as they don’t like to be disturbed. 

Brassavola nodosa – Exhibited by Pam Davies

Commonly known as “Lady of the Night” orchid.

A hot growing epiphyte or lithophytes has cylindrical short stems with a single long thin tubular leaf. The leaves appear to arise directly from the rhizome without a pseudobulb. The inflorescence emerges from mature pseudobulbs where there can be up to 6 citrus or gardenia fragrant 8 to 10 cm flowers. The sepals and petals are thin and narrow and creamy green in colour while the labellum is an enlarged heart shape that is white. The white colour is to attract the pollinators.

Originating from areas from Mexico through Central America to Brazil it is a hot grower found from sea level to 500 metres.

Will grow in most containers, from pots to baskets to being mounted. It can take fairly strong light even some direct sunlight. A great plant for beginners, as they are fairly easy to grow. They adapt to a wide range of growing conditions and are extremely drought tolerant. [image: image13.jpg]

In My Green House
Wow I just really enjoy growing orchids. I have two plastic chairs out in my green house and can spend hours just picking up pots and pulling out weeds and just looking at the new growths and how things are either progressing or not. Re potting sometimes is a drag, so if anybody wants to practise I have plenty that they can play with, just joking even re potting can by enjoyable.

Down to what’s happening. Having a look around while sitting and finding things to write about, which isn’t hard as there is plenty happening, every month there is something new. Biggest movers this month are Dendrobiums. I recently re potted quite a few and on closer looking I probably did about half, mostly the thicker cane types. Well the new growths are jumping and in some cases already higher than last years growths. Some new mix and a little TLC obviously works. I have a number of pendulous types that I didn’t re pot and they are sending up new growths also. I have also acquired a number of the thin cane tallish dendrobiums, some I only got at Southern Orchid Spectacular, call it Sharkies for ease of writing and even those have either put up new canes or the existing canes have really increased in length. Two dendrobiums I picked up at “Sharkies” that are really going good are Dendrobium senile and Dendrobium trantuanii. Both of these I picked up because of the unusual plant, I tend to purchase things firstly because I like it, even if it is hard to grow in Sydney, but in most cases because there is something strange about the plant. Dendrobium trantuanii is one of those dendrobiums with flat pseudobulbs. It is a miniature plant, flowering at about 10cm in length with glossy pink and white flowers. Dendrobium senile, also a miniature has white hairy pseudobulbs and comes from Vietnam. The pictures of the flowers I have seen will know ‘your socks off’ or I’m hoping it will look good, it is a glossy bright yellow. Even though when I purchased both of these the canes were only 2 -3 cm and the plants in 50mm tubes, I have re potted into 80mm pots changed the mix and in 5 months have more than doubled in size and I would think flower in the spring. Even though these orchids come fron Asian countries I am growing both in my green house, look them up on google. Another Dendrob that is putting up new growths is Dendrobium canaliculatum a very cute little Australian native that needs a little heat and dry periods.

In the grass house an orchid I rather like but find hard to get the right conditions for are the miniature phalaenopsis, quite different to the Phalies that you get from Woollies with a 40cm flower spike. These are small, usually one or two flowers on an inflorescence about 6 – 10 cm long. The flowers are shinny and bright. Well I have P. pulchea with a nice purple bud. Also in spike is Doritis (Phalaenopsis) pulcherrina with a 30cm spike with plenty of buds, usually this plant suffers from ‘bud drop’ and one or two buds will not open and stay as deformed buds, not worthy of showing, so keep your fingers crossed for me this year or it goes on the sales bench. My Bulbophyllum are looking great with new growths and flower spikes. One in particular is Bulbophyllum tingabarinum, this is a miniature Cirropetalum type (has a display of flowers in a circular fashion at the top of the stem), that comes from Laos and Vietnam, needs heat, and the flowers are about 10cm long and are bright orange, very spectacular.

Just checked my Sarcochilus after Jan said she was going home to re pot hers and mine also need re potting, beautiful healthy new growths and big fat white roots with green tips. Could be a good year for Sarcs as last year was a poor flowering season and late.

I have two chysis, one I have had for a number of years that once looked magnificent, until it came off second best with my grandkids. Well it had to be re potted and for whatever reason went backwards, so again re potted and with some TLC and extra watering the pseudobulbs this year are thick and fleshy. A very nice showing if the timing is right. Cattleyas are all starting to produce new sheaths so watch how you water this and start to stake the sheathes in spike. Watch for scale, particularly under the white papery covering on the pseudobulbs.

Well the hot weather has passed, or at least the worst of it and guess what I don’t think I lost one Masdevallia. Massies don’t like heat and the leaves just drop off and the plant just doesn’t recover. Sure I have had a few dead leaves but not many and now I can see new shoots popping up all over the place. Another plant that is showing signs of spikes are Laelias. I have a number in spike and as the spikes increase in length extensions need to be added to the hangers so the flower spike doesn’t get damaged against the roof of the green house.

Previously I told you about my problems with dendrobium beetles attacking the new leaves on my Speciosum that are in my front garden. Well I listened to my own advise and sprayed with “NEEM OIL”, now about 5 -6 times in the last two months and guess what, there were about 10 – 15 new growths and ‘knock on wood’ no dendrobium beetle damage to any of them. My soft canes which I neglect badly were also attacked, several sprays later and again no damage. I am not saying I have the magic answer, maybe the beetles all found a new home, maybe Jan’s place, but they aren’t at my place.

With all the heat and the watering we did and now the rain and perfect growing conditions keep an eye on weeds, get them while their small. Also my pots are getting a lot of ferns. Another thing to watch out for is scale and mealy bug, both seem to love these conditions.

I think I’ll now go out for some orchid R & R.  NOTE: The comments on plants and their growing in these articles although researched from various sources and from the writers growing experience are his opinions and not those of the Sutherland Orchid Societies committee.
